Lecturers selfish
English lecturer James Skaggs’ 

gratuitous insult to the permanent 
faculty ("literati”  who are "over­
paid, underworked," Texan, Leb 
20) should alert the University com­
munity to the comtemptuous atti­
tudes of those the English depart­
ment often must employ to staff 
three required University courses. I 
am one of the "literati" he reviles, 
and he is dead wrong on nearly all 
counts. According to figures pre­
sented in the A ustin  Am erican  
Statesman, my salary after 11 years 
of teaching, research and service in 
administrative positions at U7 is 
slightly more than $4,000 above 
what a high school teacher in Aus­
tin earns at the same stage. I'm not 
complaining this is a career I tru 
ly love — but mv work weeks are 
generally 60-hour marathons, if I in­
clude the publishing commitments

that have produced a book and 40 
articles and reviews. Both Skaggs 
and Texan editor David Woodruff 
also err in presuming that I and mv 
colleagues abandon lower-division 
and composition courses because 
we write about literature in scholar­
ly books and |ournals, I have taught 
a course in composition or editing 
virtually every semester smte I 
joined the UT faculty, usually cou­
pled with another lower-division 
course as well. My course-instructor 
survey ratings have Jx'en high in 
composition, and 1 have received a 
teaching award for these efforts 

But Skaggs is right about the ex­
amples of self-interest revealed bv 
the high-flown rhetoric swirling 
around the postponement of the 
346K requirement. More lecturers 
seem to be interested in their one- 
year teaching contracts than in the 
actual quality of that course Our 
rhetoric and composition faculty

members have a financial interest in 
T46K because their potentially lucra 
tive textbooks might he adopted on 
a mass scale Faculty union repre­
sentatives feel honor bound to pro­
tect each and every academic |ob 
ever created A tew other respond 
ing members of our I nglish (acultv 
nurse long-time grudges against the 
department, for complicated rea­
sons I here is self-interest every- 
where with 346K, even in my case 

as 1 nglish graduate studies c hair, 
I want to see mv department cease 
the- public bickering of these past 
three years and regain its momen­
tum toward overtaking the 10 top-
