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Students address 
gay, lesbian issues

Student involvement has made the  differ­
ence between the  success of gay and lesbian 
movements at the University of California at 
Los Angeles and the adherence to old poli­
cies at Georgia State.

UCLA's active gav and lesbian student 
population helped spur t he  creation of a fac­
ulty’ and staff group. Lesbian and gay profes­
sors and administrators came out of the 
c loset/' which helped to facilitate open dia­
l o g u e  between them.

Adam Ross, a member and former chair­
man of Gavla — an umbrella organization 
that helps promote more than a dozen 
groups for ga\ s lesbians and bisexuals — 
said the inclusion of faculty and stuff in the 
movement gave more power to the issues 
the students were working toward.

' Involvement is terribly important. The 
administration is moving now because peo­
ple within it are coming out and joining us 
Ross said. "It really helps to have the right- 
hand man to the chancellor talking to him 
personally."

Camille Lova, a member of the steering 
committee of the Lesbian and Gay Faculty 
and Start Network, said the environment at 
UCLA is supportive to g a v  and lesbian a c t i v ­
ists .

There are problems in the sororities and 
fraternities and in the dorms Lova said. 
"But there are enough groups on cam pus to 
combat that. Because of the groups' visibili­
ty vou see a lot or non-gay people coming 
out tor support

1 . a said UCLA - chancellor has drafted a
letter to the L .S Department of Defense stat-

ing that its ROTC program is in violation of 
school policy prohibiting discrimination.
' We have a committee looking into wavs to 
cet them off cam pus," she said. There is also 
a policy requiring all companies who recruit 
students on cam pus through the placement 
service to sign a non-discrimination agree­
ment, Lova said.

Steve Gonzalez, a member of Gayla s 
s t e e r i n g  committee said its alliance with 
other groups, such as facial and religious mi­
norities. strengthened its voice to the admin­
istration and the student government.

At Georgia State University however, an 
inactive student population has not ad­
dressed gav and lesbian issues.

Bil Boozer president of the Gay’ and Lesbi­
an Student Alliance at GSU, said most stu­
dents there are older commuters and not in­
volved with the university in general.

' We don't have am  sort of discrimination 
clause here." Boozer said. Last year a con­
servative tried to get us kicked off cam pus, 
but the student government just went 
through the motions, then ignored it.

Boozer -aid that there are occasiona 
homophobic and discriminatory statements 
made in classes, but otherwise there are no 
big problems with harassment on campus.

Boozer said it would be difficult to get anti- 
discrimination policies passed for outside re­
cruiters. "That wouldn't be easy here in 
Georgia; the people running businesses 
wouldn't go for that.

Ann Smith, affirmative action director at 
GSU, said she would probably handle a dis­
crimination complaint from a gay or lesbian 
student like regular harassment. "But no 
problems have come to mv attention," >he 
said.

Boozer said students at GSU were not 
motivated to rallv for a clause or harassment 
policv. "W e just come for our classes, then 
lea\ e ."

Fans converging on Dallas for the annual 
Texas-Oklahoma rivalry were, for the most 
part on their  best behavior on a weekend 
commonly known for its rowdiness and ex­
cess.

Dallas police reported no major incidents 
S a t u r d a y  before t he  game, b ut  said the n u m ­
b e r  of revelers arrested during the ra l ly  that 
kicked off the weekend exceeded l ast  year s

total.
Sixtv-two people were arrested during Fri­

das night's rally, most for public intoxication. 
The total w as up from 56 last y’ear.

The total number of arrests made in Dallas 
over the weekend has not been made avail­
able vet, but it is said to be higher than last, 
year's. The brouhaha usually concludes with 
50 to 100 fans being arrested.

UT fans called this y ear's annual meet one 
of the best-matched gam es they have wit­
nessed. "Both teams were real equal this year 
so it was more enjoyable," said Steve

Goodwin, an adv ertising junior.
Goodwin, who is a Longhorn Hellraiser, 

said although th.- year the fans seemed a lot 
calmer than last vear, lie had more fun this 
vear. Nobod\ was obnoxious ... and it was 
not as row dv as it was two vears ago. People 
got along better.

Claire Cotton a business sophom ore, said, 
"I thought it w as really good. This year the 
teams were real matched so everyone was 
real excited

Cotton said although there was more rival­
ry between 0 U  and Texas this vear, fans

seemed to be more sportsmanlike than in the 
past. "N o  one w as breaking out into physical 
fights," "Ire said.

Russell Towns, a finance junior, said he 
saw three fights on Commerce Street, but he 
said participants didn't look like either UT or 
O U  fans.

"I saw a lot of UT spirit out there," Towns 
said. "Thev (OU fans] really took it well. 
They were real good sports. That really im­
pressed m e."
