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Foreign students get work experience in U.S.

Most students at the University take for 
granted they will be able to find jobs in 
their professions from the myriad of oppor­
tunities offered in the United States. But 
the chances for foreign students to find jobs 
using their specific skills in their home 
countries is often very limited.

That's where the federal government's 
Practical Training Program can help.

A fore ign  stu d e n t is a llo w ed  to stu d y  in 
the U n ited  S ta te s  u n d e r  an  F-l v isa . The 
v isa  a llo w s the stu d e n t to w ork a m axim um  
o f 20 h o u rs a w eek  on  c a m p u s w hile he is  a 
fu ll-tim e stu d e n t, sa id  M argaret K idd , d i­
rector o f the In ternational O ffice.

If the stu d e n t w a n ts  to w ork in the U nit­
ed  S ta te s  after g ra d u a tio n , he can ap p ly  to 
the Practical T rain in g  P rogram .

"W h en  a (foreign ) s tu d e n t g ra d u a te s , he 
can  a p p ly  for full-tim e em p loy m en t, a s  lon g  
a s  that train in g is  not availab le  in h is hom e

country," Kidd said. The student may work in 
the United States for a maximum of one year

The International Office acts a s  the liai­
son  betw een  the s tu d e n ts  and the Im m igra­
tion a n d  Naturalization  Service.

"W e  explain  the p rocedu res  for app ly in g  
(for the program ),  tell him (the foreign stu 
dent) how  long he can work and  what d o c ­
u m en ts  he will n e e d , "  Kidd said. "T h en  we 
check to m ake sure  his p as sp o rt  is valid, 
recom m en d him an d  send d o cu m en ts  to 
the im m igration  service "

I he s tudent is then notified if the a p p l i ­
cation has been ap p ro v e d  or rejected

Albert Wu, a UT electrical engineering 
grad u ate ,  said  he has been working at the 
UT C en ter  for Electrom echanics since S e p ­
tember.

"D e p e n d in g  on the nature o f  the work, 
the- experience could be goo d  or not so  u se ­
fu l , "  Wu said. "I  w anted to d o  research in 
H o n g  K ong, but I w ouldn 't  have  access  to 
goo d  en o u gh  co m p u ters  as 1 d o  h e re ."

Wu said he has not decided if he will

return to H on g  K on g next y ear or pursue a 
do ctorate  d egree  H e sa id  he h as found the 
p rogram  h as g iven  him  good experience.

" I f  I ju st w ent back (to H o n g  K o n g  after 
grad u atio n ), I w o u ld n 't have the experi­
en ce o f how  so m e  en g in e ers d o  their work 
in the U .S . , "  Wu sa id .

M elinda C ox , an im m igration  a d v ise r  in 
the International O ffice, sa id  approximately 
ISO practical train ing a p p lica tio n s were 
gran ted  d u rin g  1984, m ostly  to U T gradu­
ates or co n tin u in g  stu d e n ts.

Course may be dropped due to inadequate staffing

English 346K, a course now re­
quired for all students to graduate, 
may be discontinued after this se­
mester.

William Sutherland, chairman of 
the Department of English, has rec­
ommended the course be dropped 
because the department cannot ade­
quately staff the class.

"What we have discussed with 
the administration is the fact that

the o rig in a l U n iversity  C oun cil leg ­
isla tion  that se t u p  346K sim p ly  
g a v e  u s  to o  m uch to d o ,"  S u th e r­
land sa id  T u e sd a y . " I  told them , 
'L e t 's  s to p  right n ow  b efo re  it 's  too 
late a n d  se e  w h at w e can  d o . T h is 
co u rse  c o sts  o v er a m illion d o lla rs  a 
y ear, a n d  in the m id st o f th is b u d g e t 
crun ch , le t 's  m ake su re  w h at w e 're  
d o in g .' "

T h e S p r in g  1985 C o u rse  C a ta ­
lo g u e  lis ts  82 section s o f E n glish  
346K —  W riting for D ifferen t D isci­
p lin es. S u th erlan d  sa id  the n u m b er

of 346K se c tio n s w ould  in crease  to 
m ore than  100 in the fall if the 
co u rse  is co n tin u ed .

" A s  w e look dow n  the road , I 
d o n 't se e  how  w e can sta ff th ese  
c la s s e s ,"  Su th erlan d  sa id .

Th e co u rse  w a s  estab lish ed  u n d er 
the 1983-1985 ca ta lo gu e  in the fall o f 
1984 to help  u pp er-d iv ision  stu ­
d e n ts in crease  their w riting sk ills in 
certain  a re a s  p erta in in g  to their 
fie lds. T o  accom p lish  this, the
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course  w a s  d iv ided  into three top ­
ics arts and  hum anities ,  natural sc i­
ence and technology, and sociology 
and behavior.

"W h en  the Lnglish departm ent 
m ad e  its recom m endation  (to e s tab­
lish the class), it recom m en ded  that 
s tu den ts  th.it transfer in co m p o s i­
tion co u rse s  after 30b not have to 
take 346 ,"  Su therland  said. "B u t  the 
legislation that p a s se d  said all s tu ­
dents ,  for g rad uat ion ,  m ust take 
346K ."

The 346K requirem ent created a 
new English  sequ en ce  for all s tu ­
dents .  S tu d en ts  u n d er  the 1983-1985 
cata logue  are required to take E306, 
E316K and  L346K. In effect, every 
s tudent g ra d u a t in g  from the U ni­
versity under  that ca ta logue  m ust 
take these  classes .

" T h is  departm en t teaches more 
required co u rse s  than any  other m a ­

jor university that is co m parab le  to 
u s , "  Su therland  said. "W e  really are 
d o in g  a lot more. In 316K, we have 
6,500 s tu d e n ts  a lo n e ."

Su therland  a lso  said he requested 
the course  elimination because  of 
p r o b l e m s  getting s tu d e n ts  in the to­
pic that w ould  benefit them the 
most.

" T h e  logistics o f  registration have 
w orked to u n d erm in e  the original 
content o f  the c o u r s e , "  Sutherland 
said. "T h is  w a s  to he writing acro ss  
the d isc ip lines ,  but what h a p p e n e d  
is that s tu d e n ts  have  taken variants 
that fit their sch edu le s .  S o  the 
course  is not really what it w as  or ig­
inally m eant to he .”

C>ayla Barker-H ayes, a secondary  
e d u c a t io n - jo u rn a l  ism s o p h o m o r e  
enrolled in the a r t s  and  hum anities  
section this se m e ster ,  said that a l­
though  sh e  d id not particularly e n ­

joy the class, it w a s  interesting.
"I  think there's  a big d egree  o f re­

view in that you repeat a lot of stu ff 
y ou 've  d o n e  before and  you w rite a 
lot m ore than any  c la ss  I've h ad  b e­
fo re ,"  Barker-Hayes said. " I  think 
it's important. It's not en joy ab le , 
but it is a basic. I'm still learn ing a 
lot of stuff i haven't  learned b e­
fore ."

N o  final decision has been  m ad e  
r e g a rd in g  S u th e r la n d 's  re q u e st. 
Robert King, dean  of the C o llege  of
Libera! Arts, to w h om  Su th erlan d  
m ad e  his request, left town T u e sd a y  
and w as  unavailable for com m ent.

Sutherland said he d o es  not know  
w hen the decision  m ay  co m e or 
what will replace the existing 
course. "W e m ust know  s(x>n, b e ­
cau se  it affects our staffing (for next 
se m e ste r ) , "  he said.
