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Members petition 
for board positions

Claims of unrepresented interests 
and an inconvenient location have 
spurred at least four members of the 
University credit union to petition 
for positions on the union's govern­
ing board.

The four are required to collect 
signatures from 306 of the 30,624 
members of the University Federal 
Credit Union to earn places on the 
ballot. The other candidates are cho­
sen by a nominating committee.

The petitions are due Sept. 16, 
and balloting will run from then un­
til Oct. 28.

University Employees Union 
treasurer Paul Lowry said he is 
trying to gain a spot on the ballot 
because the current credit union 
board of directors is not responsive 
to members.

"They're more interested in the 
growth of the union than the mem­
bers," Lowry said. "The members 
are not profiting from the union be­
cause of high interest rates."

But he said the union is run more 
democratically than before last 
year's election of three petition can­
didates. Last year was the first time 
petitioners were elected to the 
board.

The major issues in the campaign 
are the re-opening of a campus 
branch of the union, and the fee 
structure, Lowry said.

Lowry favors a campus branch 
because it would be more conven­
ient for members. Previously, a 
campus branch operated in the Tex­
as Union Building, and then the 
University Co-Op. But the Co-Op 
location was closed in 1983 when of­
fices at 46th and Guadalupe Streets 
were opened.

Lowry said although the credit 
union offers extended hours Thurs­
days and early hours during the 
week, it is difficult for members to 
use.

"Many people work from 8 to 5," 
he said. "Their hours were incom­
patible with the working hours 
here."

Michael Conroy, an associate pro­
fessor of economics, also is seeking 
a position on the board. He said he 
was approached by credit union 
members who think the credit un­
ion is not serving the members well.

"What we need more than any­
thing else is people on the board 
who will talk to its members," Con­
roy said.

Profits should be returned to the 
members through higher interest 
rates on savings, and lower loan in­
terest rates, Conroy said. "That's 
the whole purpose of a credit un­
ion," he said.

Loreto Espinoza, a tax research 
specialist for the state comptroller, 
also is petitioning for a spot on the 
governing board. Espinoza joined 
the credit union when she was a UT 
employee.

Espinoza said she wants to repre­
sent the interests of members who 
are no longer officially affiliated 
with the University and foreigners. 
"My role would be to make sure our 
interests are served," she said.

The fourth petitionor is George 
Karp, who would represent mem­
bers from UT Medical Branch in 
Galveston, Lowry said. Karp was 
unavailable for comment.

Despite the complaints, board 
member Rob Benford said, the 
board is no longer isolated from its 
members. "Perhaps it had been in 
the past, but it isn 't now," he said.

Benford was a petition candidate 
in last year's election.

Other candidates nominated by 
the committee are George Herbert, 
the current chairman of the board; 
William Guy, a current board mem­
ber; Amy Jo Long, and James Jan- 
nasch of Galveston.

Proposed E 306 changes 
could cost students more

If proposed changes in the fresh­
man English program are approved, 
a heavy demand for English 306 ex­
tension classes will not cost the Uni­
versity any money, University offi­
cials said Thursday.

But taking E 306 from the UT Ex­
tension Instruction and Materials 
Center will cost UT students more 
than traditional courses.

The proposal, made public Friday 
by the English Department's E 346K 
Committee, would require students 
to satisfy the E 306 requirement by 
transfer, examination, a summer 
course at the University or a course 
taught by a UT extension service.

Kathryn Allen, director of the UT 
Extension Instruction and Materials 
Center, said changing the E 306 pro­
gram from an English Department 
program to an extension program 
would not create additional costs for 
the University, even if a large num ­
ber of instructors would have to be 
hired.

The extension service currently 
does not offer an E 306 extension 
course.

"On the basis of everything I 
know at the moment, it would not 
cost the University anything," Allen 
said. "By statute, extension courses 
have to be self supporting. All our 
funds are generated by services ren­
dered."

The $108 tuition for each exten­
sion course should cover the $1,800 
lecturers are paid to teach the 
course, Allen said.

The new Student Information 
Book said students taking only the 
three-hour course from the UT Eng­
lish Department during the summer 
would pay $103 in tuition and fees.

But John Ruszkiewicz, director of 
freshman English, said most stu­
dents do not take E 306 in the sum­
mer.

"Just about the only students 
who take it in the summer are pro­

visional students," Ruszkiewicz 
said. Provisional students are stu­
dents who do not meet regular UT 
admission requirements, he said.

"Most students take the course 
along with their other courses dur­
ing the fall and spring term," 
Ruszkiewicz said. "It's $24 in the 
regular term versus $108 in exten­
sion."

Students also would have to pay 
more for tuition if they take t&e 
course at nearby schools that offer a 
transferable course, officials of 
those schools said.

David Everett, a spokesman for 
Austin Community College, said 
ACC tuition is $15 per semester 
hour plus fees. Taking an E 306 
equivalent at ACC would cost $69, 
Everett said.

ACC offers 77 sections of English 
1613, an alternative to E 306, Everett 
said. He said ACC would add more 
courses if the University approved 
the proposed changes in the English 
department.

Administrators at Huston-Tillot- 
son College said an equivalent 
course at HTC costs $85 per semes­
ter hour, plus a $45 fee, for a total of 
$300.

St. Edward's University adminis­
trators said an E 306 equivalent 
costs $131 per semester hour, plus a 
$7 fee, for a total of $400.

James Kinneavy, professor of 
English, said if the proposal is 
adopted, 4,000 students each se­
mester would need to take E 306 by 
extension or transfer, which would 
require as many as 80 sections per 
semester.

Allen said the extension services 
would work with the UT English 
Department to hire the necessary 
instructors.

"Even if people are teaching three 
sections apiece, you'd need at least 
25 to 27 people," Kinneavy said. 
"You're talking about a staff of 30 to 
40 to 50 people — a major size de­
partment."
