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New English requirements to take effect this spring

When von buy your course schedule
book tor next semester, don't he alarmed to
find that the University will not be offering
various freshman and sophomore English
1 1>Uurses.

Changes in the University's English re-
quirements, approved by all UT colleges
and the U I System Board of Regents, have
narrowed the Sequence ot English courses
for all entering audents to three speeitu
courses, said Maurine Mi i Iroy, urulergral
unto adviser in thi Department ot I nglish.

IThe Inglish sequence now consists ot
three courses, which will be spread out

and two courses
th.it will fulfill writing component require-

over a three-year period,

ments. ihe first three courses are offered
bv the Department of I nglish, and the two
courses with substantial writing compo-

nents are developed and offered by each
department of the University, McElrov
said.

MeElroy said the department implement-
ed the changes to give upper-division stu-
dents writing experience when "they are
more mature and are writing about areas ot
their majors/'

lo avoid confusion during spring
preregistration, Me llroy said the Depart-
ment of Inglish sent a letter to deans, de-
partment chairmen and advisers explaining

the sequence changes.

McElrov said she received numerous
calls during foil preregistration, but she
thought the explanatory letter would in-
crease awareness and eliminate confusion.

Mcl Iroy said students should not have
anv transitional problems Students regis
terect under the old catalogs can register for
the new courses it the courses specified in
their catalogs are no longer available, shel
said.

said he does not think stu-
dents will have problems understanding
the new requirements He said the office
will not know about student contusion un-
til preregistration.

During Electives Expo, which will be
from II a.m. to 2 p m. Wednesday and
fhursday in the Academic Center, depart
mental faculty advisers, me ludmg advisers
from the Departme nt of I nglish, will be
available with information on pre-advising
and elecfives for the spring semester

Stewart said transfer students who took
two lower level Inglish courses before en
tering the University may receive I nglish
requirement credit for only the first war re-
quirement Although su.ii students have
completed two courses, the- University may
not consider the classes equivalent to its
seeond-vear requirements, he said

The first-year English requirement is now
E306 or E306Q, which both can be taken

during either the foil or the spring semes-
ter
