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Out-of-court settlement satisfies Westmoreland

NEW YORK — "I figured it w a s  the 
best 1 could get,” Gen. William West­
moreland said Monday of the out-of- 
court settlement of his libel suit against 
CBS.

Said Westmoreland: "It was in es­
sence an apology. One does not have to 
use the word. One apologizes in other 
ways. If CBS had apologized in the first 
place, none of this would have hap­
pened.”

W estmoreland characterized the 
statement that both he and the net­
work's representatives signed as "an 
apology.”

He said it gave him the satisfaction 
he had been seeking since the begin­
ning of the dispute with CBS that be­
gan with the broadcast in 1982 of a doc­
umentary, "The Uncounted Enemy: A 
Vietnam Deception,” and culminated 
with a joint statement Monday stating 
the network's respect for the general s

" lo n g  and  faithful service to his co u n ­
try .”

But W estm o re lan d  said he did not 
believ e th e  se ttle m e n t of the law suit 
had en d ed  the d isp u te  b etw een  h im self 
and  C B S .

" I s  th is m y last b a ttle 7” he said M o n ­
day as th e  late a ftern o o n  sun filled the 
hotel room  in w hich  he has lived d u r­
ing  th e  trial that b egan  in O cto b er. It 
m ay be w 'ishful th in k in g , but I h o p e so. 
But 1 kn ow  full w ell C B S  m ay strike 
b a c k ."

T h e  g e n era l's  co n v ersa tio n  ranged  
from  a sse rtio n s  o f betrayal by h is for­
m er su b o rd in a te s , to p ercep tio n s  of 
h im se lf as a v ictim  of te lev isio n , to a 
parallel w ith  M ike W allace , the C B S 
co rre sp o n d e n t, w h o m  W estm o relan d  
p ortray ed  —  like h im se lf —  as  a m an 
w ho paid  le ss -th a n -n e ce ssa ry  a tten tio n  
to th e p erfo rm a n ce  o f h is d u ties.

UT student discovers 
missing T ravis officer
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to sue
City of Austin

The Texas Attorney General in­
tends to file a lawsuit against the 
city Tuesday over recent sewage 
spills into Williamson Creek, Assist­
ant Attorney General Renea Hicks 
said Monday.

The action comes in response to a 
letter written by the director of the 
Texas Department of Water Re­
sources Feb. 7, requesting that the 
attorney general sue the city over 
the spills.

More than 2 .5  million gallons of 
untreated sewage poured from the 
city-ow ned W illiam son Creek  
Wastewater Treatment Plant into 
the small Southeast Austin creek be­
tween Jan. 24 and Feb. 4.

The letter, written by Charles 
Nemir, executive director of the de­
partment, said the spills could have 
been prevented if "the city and its 
agents had taken reasonable pre­
cautions."

Department Deputy Director Seth 
Bumitt said Monday he could not 
comment on the lawsuit because he 
was not aware it was going to be 
filed and had not seen any of the 
documents.

Mayor Ron Mullen said the result 
of the lawsuit "would probably be a 
fine,” but would not specify the 
amount or any possible alternatives.

The city has been under a court 
order to meet discharge require­
ments or be subject to contempt of 
court charges. Austin was fined 
$100,000 last year for polluting the

Colorado River with discharges 
from the plant.

In a related development Mon­
day, Mullen said the Austin City 
Council will ask voters this spring to 
approve a referendum authorizing 
between $40 million and $50 million 
in bond money to fund water quali­
ty improvements.

Voters approved $450 million in 
revenue bonds in 1984 and $274 mil­
lion in 1982 to fund water improve­
ments.

In addition, water rates will in­
crease 8 percent to 10 percent as a 
result of the proposed improve­
ments.

Mullen said the bond money, 
along with funds available from 
other sources, raises to $1 billion the 
amount the city has committed to 
water resources.

"W e will spend more on water 
quality in the next six years than in 
the previous 67  years combined," 
Mullen said.

The city also issued a preview of a 
comprehensive plan addressing 
Austin's water plans called the Wa­
ter Quality Planning and Operating 
Goal.

The complete proposal will be is­
sued by City Manager Jorge Car­
rasco Thursday at the City Council 
meeting.

The study will propose improve­
ments in the quality of sewage dis­
charges, revision of some state laws 
limiting water recycling technology 
and improvements in conservation 
strategies.

Facu lty  m em b ers w ere o fficia lly  
notified  Friday that E 346K  —  W rit­
ing  for D ifferen t D isc ip lin es —  h as 
b een  w aived  as a req u irem en t for 
g rad u atio n .

" W h a t  w e tell (s tu d en ts) is th at 
b e fo re  th ey  take an y  action  they  
shou ld  talk to  th eir a d v ise rs ,” said 
W illiam  S u th e r la n d , ch a irm an  of 
th e  D ep a rtm en t of E n glish .

S u th erla n d  said s tu d en ts  in the 
m ore th an  105 sec tio n s  o f the class  
m u st h av e th eir d e a n 's  ap p rov al to 
d rop  the class, and  not that of the 
D ep artm en t of E n glish .

Hearing changes opinions
UT students decide coal power plants better than nuclear

Randy Bowman, president of the 
Black Student Alliance, said Mon­
day he is "n ot  surprised" at the de­
cision of the Texas Student Publica­
tions board to continue selling 
advertising space to companies with 
business interests in South Africa.

TSP, which publishes The Daily 
Texan, the Cactus yearbook, and 
Utmost magazine, sent a letter 
Monday formally notifying the BSA 
of its decision to maintain an open 
advertising policy. This includes ac­
cepting advertisements from com­
panies with business interests in 
South Africa.

M. Lynn Taylor, a UT System at­
torney, urged the TSP board to 
deny the BSA request that The Daily 
Texan refuse to accept advertising 
from businesses that either have af­
filiates in or do business with the 
government of South Africa.

The board approved Taylor's rec­
ommendations Thursday.

BSA proposed the policy change 
to the TSP Board Aug. 30, arguing 
that South Africa would receive yet 
another message that the American 
people will not tolerate oppression 
or racism in South Africa, Bowman 
said.

Should a hypothetical O hio elec­
tric utility com pany convert to coal- 
fired plants or uranium-fission 
plants? A two-hour panel discus­
sion M onday afternoon changed the 
verdict of 158 University students 
from nuclear to coal.

The hearing, "Technological In­
novation vs. Protective Regulation: 
The Delicate Balance," brought UT 
professors together with industry 
and governm ent officials to discuss 
a wide range of risks and costs asso­
ciated with energy generation.

The discussion, moderated by 
Travis County Court-at-Law Judge 
M ichael Schless ,  was modeled 
loosely on a court hearing. L 1 stu­
dents —  240 from six colleges —  
were invited to serve as jurors for 
the discussion in Robert A. Welch 
Hall.

Engineering students, the largest 
group invited to the hearing, fa­
vored nuclear power in a straw vote

before the hearing, but voted for 
coal in the final verdict.
' W ayne Harry, civil engineering 

senior, was among them. "From  
what I heard, coal power poses a 
greater risk to the environment, but 
n u clear  p o w er has a gre a te r  
perceived risk in the media and the 
public, and those risks cancel out, 
Harry said. "I t  came down to eco­
nom ics ."

Ninety-eight other jurors agreed 
with Harry, and cast their votes for 
coal.

Charles Sorber, associate dean for 
academic affairs for the College of 
Engineering, said he expected the 
engineers switch. Sorber conducted 
the questioning.

"1 always knew you could per­
suade the engineers ,"  he said. "A  
little bit of expertise goes a long way 
with them. I could have predicted 
their change of heart.

" A n  engineer is a pragmatist. He 
doesn't like designing technology 
and then not having it used ,"  
Sorber said. "But the best solution

in the classroom is not always the 
best solution in the real world."

Most panelists agreed that costs 
of regulating and licensing power 
plants were an overriding concern.

"Looking at it from the stand­
point of a businessman or a regula­
tor I would find it very difficult to 
recommend the construction of a 
nuclear power plant,” said Harvey 
Brooks, a Harvard professor of pub­
lic policy and technology.

Douglas Bauer, senior vice presi­
dent of the Edison Electric Institute 
in W ashington, D .C .,  said the na­
tion's political environm ent ruled 
out the nuclear plant option. " I f  we 
were to build a nuclear plant, I 
would be betting my com pany,"  
Bauer said.

Joe Ledbetter, UT professor of 
civil engineering, said the Environ­
mental Protection Agency and other 
energy regulatory agencies have 
maligned the nuclear power indus­
try by making utilities liable for the 
worst possible accidents.

that they think we're stupid enough 
to accept this justification of the de­
cision ."

Taylor, commissioned by TSP to 
research the legal ramifications of 
such a policy, argued that excluding 
certain companies would raise sig­
nificant legal problems, primarily 
challenges to the Texan's open poli­
cy, based on the theory of com m er­
cial free speech.

Bowman disagreed with the TSP 
decision, calling it dressed-up bu­
reaucracy.

"Y ou can't do anything in Ameri­
ca without legal ramifications/' he 
said. "Th at 's  very subjective."

Under the 1974 Supreme Court 
decision of Lehman v. S h i her 
Heights, a newspaper has the right 
to reject any advertising not consist­
ent with the policies of the paper, 
Bowman said.

"All  we asked is that TSP find op­
pression and human slavery equally 
as abhorrent as massage parlors," 
Bowman said.

Taylor also qualified the recom­
mendation by drawing a parallel be­
tween TSP policy and UT System 
policy.

Although the Board of Regents 
has officially taken a position de­
ploring the apartheid policies of the 
South African government, it decid­
ed in December a divestiture policy 
would negate the board's duties of

investing University funds.
"Advertising for The Daily Texan 

is a revenue-generating mechanism  
for an official auxiliary enterprise of 
The University of Texas at Austin, 
Taylor said in his report.

"There is, therefore, no justifica­
tion for treating advertising reve­
nues differently from funds from 
other sources in this context.

But Bowman said the UT System  
decision should not affect a TSP de­
cision.

"TSP is not bound by decisions of 
the Board of Regents, so obviously 
this is a m atter of ch oice," Bowman 
said.

In his recom m endation, Taylor 
said a change in policy would only 
serve as a symbol, not having im­
pact on the actions in South Africa 
but hurting local franchise owners.

"The only effect would be to dam ­
age a local businessman who is op­
posed to apartheid ," Taylor said.

"That makes no sense at all, even  
if you believe that symbolism has 
some place in this m atter."

Bowman maintains local franchise 
owners profit from their corpora­
tions' sales in South Africa.

"Y ou cannot be a leaf on a tree 
unless you are part of the entire 
tree ," Bowman said. "Local fran­
chises are watered every day with 
profits from South Africa.

pers. Teachers also are encouraged 
to require one research paper.

Before Friday's announcement, 
students under the 1983-1985 cata­
log were required to take E346 in 
addition to E3Ü6 and E316K. Stu­
dents also must take an upper-divi- 
sion class in their college that has a 
substantial writing component.

A new approach is also in store 
for the required literature class, 
E316K. Instead of offering small sec­
tions with a maximum of 35 stu­
dents, several sections will be 
merged into larger lecture sections 
of 175 to 2(X) students. Instructors 
for the larger sections will use teach­
ing assistants to grade papers.

"W e 're  trying a couple (of the 
larger sections) this term, and we 11 
see how they come ou t,"  Suther­
land said. Tw o large E316K are of­
fered this semester, in addition to 
the smaller classes. More larger sec­
tions will be offered in the fall, 
Sutherland said, but students will

retain the option to take smaller sec­
tions.

When the present English re­
quirements were adopted by the 
University Council in 1981, both 
E346K and a similar substantial 
writing component requirement 
were proposed. Both programs 
were approved, creating "tw o re­
quirements to do the same job,' 
Sutherland said in his letter Friday.

"W hile  E346K is in abeyance, the 
su bstantia l  w riting c o m p o n e n t  
courses will continue,"  the letter 
continued.

Kurth Sprague, an English lectur­
er teaching E346K, said the class 
was created to give upper-division 
students a chance to write about 
subjects in their field. He said writ­
ing skills had generally declined 
since the 1960s.

"I f  I'd been dreaming up a course 
to answer the misgivings (about the 
decline), 1 honestly would have 
come up with the same course ,"

Sprague said.
The course was still in its pilot 

stage when Friday's decision to 
postpone requiring it was handed 
down. The future of the course re­
mains uncertain, Sutherland said.

Sprague said the sheer numbers 
of students taking the course —  an 
estimated 7,500 next year —  made 
the program unwieldy.

"It's  growing like some enorm ous 
fungus, in leaps and bounds," Spra­
gue said.

Sprague said he did not think the 
E346K postponem ent was a move 
by the departm ent to eliminate the 
lecturer position. "I really don't see 
any far-fetched conspiracy to de­
prive the lecturers of their job," he 
said.

But in a letter accom panying the 
one announcing the E346K post­
ponem ent, lecturers discovered the 
change had made their jobs obso­
lete.
