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E306 advocates
claim foul play
‘Polemicist’ says Gribben served 
as anonymous source for columns

According to records obtained by the student publi­
cation Polemicist the chief opponent to changes in the 
English 306 syllabus granted interviews to two state­
wide publications last lulv, serving as an unnamed 
source for articles that E306 proponents claim mis­
represented the class as a tool tor political thought 
control.

Through a routine open records request to the of­
fice of Joseph Kruppa, chairman of the Department ot 
English, Polemicist obtained copies of a letter to Krup­
pa from Stephen Balch, president of the National As­
sociation of Scholars, in which Balch defended the 
right of Alan Gribben — the most vocal opponent of 
i hanges to E Sis —  to grant interviews to TV.vus Month­
ly and The Dallas Morning Nezos on proposed changes 
to the E306 syllabus.

i he changes to the required writing course, which 
were postponed until next fall, unified writing topics 
under the theme of issues of difference.

Columns written by William Murchison in Ihc Dai­
fa* M ommy Netos and Gregory Curtis in Texas Monthly 
claimed the syllabus changes created a class that 
could be used as a political tool to propogate leftist 
ideologies.

Gribben, a professor of English, refused to com­
ment Monday on his involvement in the publications' 
columns English professors James Duban and Max­
ine Hairston, other critics of the E306 changes, also 
did not return phone calls on Mondav.

English Department professors and administrators 
ha\e come under intense fire from some alumni and 
members of the National Association of Scholars,
which said the course the department created would
pressure students to conform to a set of political be­
lie! s as a result of the material proposed in the syl­
labus change.

College of Liberal Arts Dean Standish Meacham 
postponed the class until next fall after the course
continued to receive negative media attention.

But professors who served on the committee pro­
posing the E306 rhetoric and composition syllabus re­
visions said the new focus of the class was not on 
gender and race discrimination, as presented in the
media, but rather on the wav a society deals with the 
issue of difference among its members.

Students would have been required to read opin­
ions from court decisions dealing with such issues as 
age. physical ability, gender and race discrimination. 
Students would have then written argumentative es- 
sa\s supporting their positions on the issues dis- 
v. ussed.

SA to consider quorum change

“ The Student Assembly, plagued 
by absences and in-fighting, wili de­
cide Tuesday night whether to 
dismiss one of its representatives 
and will consider a proposal to 
change the constitutional require­
ments for a quorum.

The assembly will vote on a 
motion to remove Dan Friedman, a 
one-year at-large representative, for 
excessive absences from meetings 
and for not attending his office 

.hours. Friedman, who could not be 
reached for comment Monday, has 
contested the charges, saying his ab­
sences were inaccurately recorded.

Eric Dixon, SA executive director, 
said he believes that Friedm an's dis­
missal, which would require a three- 
fourths approval from the members 
present, would not pass. "I don't

think he will be rem oved," Dixon 
said. "T hat's sad because he really 
hasn't been doing his part."

Friedman's dismissal was to be 
considered at the last meeting two 
weeks ago, but the assem bly's appel­
late court, which must preside over 
such matters, lacked a chairperson. 
Dixon said the chair has been select­
ed and the vote will proceed Tues­
day.

During the last meeting, Friedman 
called for the impeachment of SA 
President Toni Luckett, accusing her 
of excessive absences and not fulfill­
ing her duties. He moved unsuccess­
fully at the time for discussion of the 
matter and some SA members voiced 
support of his position.

Friedman is expected to introduce 
the motion again on Tuesday.

Dixon dism issed the charges 
against Luckett and said Friedman 
has not gone through the proper pro­
cedural channels to impeach the SA

president. "It would be stupid for 
them to try to do it ,"  he said. "They 
have not established any constitu­
tional violation."

Two other representatives were 
considered for removal from the as­
sembly because of excessive ab­
sences. Josh Levine, a liberal arts 
representative, resigned before his 
dismissal could be considered and 
criticized Luckett for "anti-Sem itic 
and heterophobic attitudes." Arthur 
Malkin, a business representative, 
said he quit his position because he 
changed majors.

Also during the Tuesday meeting, 
Michael Gray, a representative from 
the School of Architecture, will intro­
duce a proposal to change the SA 
constitution's requirement for a 
quorum from two-thirds to just over 
one-half of the members. A quorum 
of representatives must be present at 
assembly meetings for votes to be 
taken.

Faculty committee 
plans questionnaire 
on multiculturalism

Members of the Faculty Senate's committee on mul­
ticulturalism said Monday they are planning to dis­
tribute surveys to UT faculty members to determine 
what efforts are needed to achieve diversity on cam­
pus.

Paul W oodruff, a professor of philosophy and com ­
mittee member, told the Faculty Senate at its meeting 
that the committee is currently in the process of de­
signing the faculty surveys and hopes to distribute 
them by the end of the semester.

"The Faculty Senate wanted to have a committee 
that would represent faculty opinion. [The senate! 
wanted to know what the faculty thought," he said.

Woodruff said the survey includes about 50 ques­
tions addressing issues such as what courses and 
changes in teaching are needed to achieve a more 
multicultural education.

The questionnaire, however, does not include the 
word "m ulticulturalism " because a pretest conducted 
among faculty members showed that most of them do 
not know what the term means, he said.

Woodruff said the committee intends to get re­
sponses to the survey from more than 200 faculty 
members. The committee also plans to make an inde­
pendent recommendation on multicultural education 
at the University level.

"W e're making a great effort to have a report ready 
in May so that we can make a difference," he said.

Shuronda Robinson, who represented the Black 
Student Alliance at a meeting with Faculty Senate 
members where multiculturalism was discussed, said 
the survey was "W hat they need to do to get feedback 
from their m em bers."

"They're out there doing what they need to do to 
submit their proposal," she said.

Several other Faculty Senate committees also decid­
ed to use surveys to gather information, members 
said at the meeting.

The committee on faculty governance developed 
two questionnaires to try to assess the role faculty 
members play in administrative decisions. The first 
type of questionnaire was sent to 10 other universities 
to obtain information on their governance structure. 
The other survey will be distributed to UT faculty 
members to determine their decision-making role in 
different areas.

Dale Klein, member of the committee on teaching- 
research balance, said his committee also plans to 
conduct a faculty survey to find out "w hat are peo­
ple's feelings on how important teaching is ."

The committee on research is preparing a set of 
questions to be sent to the deans and chairs of the 
different UT colleges to find out how committed to 
research they are.
