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Administration pursuing 
reasonable foreign policy 
with Soviets, Bush claims

SAN ANTONIO — Vice P res iden t  
George Bush te rm ed  the Reagan a d ­
m in is t ra tion 's  policies toward the Sovi­
et Union very  realis tic  in a lec tu re  
delivered at Trinity  University  Sunday 
afternoon

"O ur policy towards the Soviet Union 
should be guided above all by a p r inc i­
ple embodied in four words ca lm  re ­
solve. unprovocative  strength, the fo r­
m e r  Texas U S represen ta t ive  told a 
crowd ga thered  in the half-tilled Laurie  
Auditorium

That is our principle and that will 
remain  our principle and if by being r e ­
alistic  ourselves we can convince the 
Soviet Union also to be realis tic , then 
will we not have achieved something in 
fact will we not have achieved so m e ­
thing r e a 11> great  ' Bush asked

We might have taken one gigantic 
step for peace,  and that is our ob jec ­
tive That is what m otiva tes  the p re s i ­
dent in foreign affa irs  and that is wh.it 
our relations with the Soviet Union 
and our p rogram s with the Soviet Union 
art* a im ed at peace the induction and 
eventual lasting peace he said

Bush said the Reagan adm in istra t ion  
has drawn fire f rom  both sides in its 
dealings with the Soviet Union

"Some say we ve been -haking our 
fists at the Soviets o thers  say we ve 
only shaken a lit t le  tinger at them  he 
said Well we don t want to shake our 
finger nor do we w.mt to shake our fist

we want to live in a world of peace  
and freedom , but we a re  also ve ry  r e a l ­
istic.

He said the Reagan adm in is t ra t ion  
recognizes that the world is a d a n g e r ­
ous place  and that it is n ecessa ry  to 
m aintain  national s treng th  to p ro tec t  
freedom, help those wanting freedom  
and d e te r  aggression 

Bush spoke of the "Soviet highways 
of aggression that have led to troubled 
lands such as  Africa and Afghanistan, 
and have been stre tching across E as te rn  
Europe for four decades

The world has witnessed continued 
brutali ty  in that region, he said The 
East  G e rm an s .  Hungarians Czechoslo­
vakians all expressed  the des i re  to 
move toward  dem ocracy  and freedom , 
and all w ere  m et by the sam e  tota l So­
viet response  m art ia l  law, a tightened 
police s ta te  rolling tanks and des truc  
tion of life and property  

He said the most recen t  ex am p le  of 
this Soviet aggress ion  can be seen in 
Poland where  the people have  ex 
pressed a strong desire  to have  a tree 
t rade union 

Bush said although much ot the world 
ha" torgotten  about the plight of the 
Polish people, the United S ta tes  has 
not

Bush voiced strong support for Rea 
gan 's  sanctions imposed aga ins t  the So 
viet Union s Siberian pipeline- and added 
that even m ore  important  than the eco­
nomic considera tions a re  the considera  
tions of principle  and hum an dignity

He said it m ust be m ade  c le a r  to the 
Soviets that  it cannot be "bus iness  as 
usua l"  until m art ia l  law is lil ted in P o ­
land. Lech Walesa is f ree  and the hu­
m an righ ts  of the Polish people a re  r e c ­
ognized and respected  by the Soviets

Bush also said the Reagan ad m in is ­
tra t ion  appoaches the p roblem s of to­
day 's  world with the realization that  
im m ed ia te  and simple solutions seldom 
occur

We should not indulge ourse lves in 
fantasies  ot perfection or unfulfii lable 
plans or solutions gained by p re ssu re s . "  
he said.

He said world leaders  m us t  have the 
responsibili ty not to feed peoples' 
■growing appetite  for easy  prom ises  

and grand assurances
The plain truth is this. Bush said. 

We face the prospect of all  too few 
decisive o r  d ram a tic  breakthroughs.  
We face the necessity  ot dedicating our 
energies  and c rea tiv i ty  to a p ro trac ted  
-truggle for an eventual success

Bush ch arac te r ized  the a d m in is t ra ­
tion s a tt i tude  by cit ing a s ta te m en t  
m ade  by Secre ta ry  of S ta te  George 
Shultz to the  United Nations recently  
Shultz said today 's  leaders a re  living in 
a " fa n ta s t ic  t im e of opportun ity ."  in 
that they recognize the complex and 
vexing c h a ra c te r  of this world Bush 's  
let ture  was p a r t  of the Flora  C Ather­
ton L ec tu re  Series at  Trinity, which fo­
cuses this y ear  on U S -Soviet relations.

Gemayel in U.S., brings hopes for peace

ra tions of the Lebanese people 

G em aye l,  40. a lawyer and m o d e ia te  
Christian who is trying to unitx his na 
tion went d irectly  from Kennedy Inter 
national Airport  to St Pa tr ick  s C a the­
dral where he prayed for five m inu tes  
with R om an  Catholic Cardinal T erence  
Cooke

As the Lebanese president was 
whisked aw ay  in a m o torcade  that m 
eluded an  ambulance, the card inal  told 
him Thank you and God bless you 

Gem aye l  stepped oft a special  flight 
at  Kennedy Airport a t  3 50 p m  w av­
ing his a r m s  to about 60 cheering  peo­
ple. including severa l  Christian bishops 
and Zehdi Labib Terzi. the PLO obse rv­
er to the I nited Nations

“ P m  glad to be here  to carry to the 
international comm unity  and the  A m e r­
ican people the hopes and aspiration-' of 
the people of Lebanon a l t e r  neariv  a 
decade of suffering. G em ayel  said in a 
brief s ta tem en t  

Gem aye l  said that  during a m eeting

with President  Reagan  on T u e sc  ¡v he 
hopes to explain the need for c o m ­
prehensive program <>t n  onstructi  in 
so that my countrv cm  -eg in u - .o v e r  
eignty and play its role in cringing 
peace

Presidentia l  counselor Edwin Meese 
said in an interview on CBS televis ion 
that during G e m av t i  s visit the adm in­
istration will agree  to p ro \ id e  Lebanon 
with m ore  assistance 

Asked it the United S tam s ¡s p r e ­
pared  to provide fu r th e r  aid M erse  r e ­
sponded, We ire  willing > -m 
share  in helping to restore  Lie basic 
economic and hum ani ta r ian  condi­
tions "

Asked if that m eant  a yes Meese 
said. "T hat  sounds like a yes 

Gem ayel  told a cheering throng of 
Lebanese Am ericans a t  the Waldorf As­
toria Hotel in M anhattan  I n ippy to 
be here  with you my brothers  iml 
friends to announce that very soon v u i  
country will be tree  anu sovereign and 
very  soon all foreign torces and irm ies  
will be out of our cour 

The crowd broke into h> Lebanese 
national an them  as G em aya l  left the ho­
te l ’s  ballroom

He's Lebanon's tu ture  said Mike 
Kantati .  a Lebanese who t rave led  from 
Windsor. Ontario  to hear Gem ayel.

Gem aye l  is to speak a t  the United 
Nations Monday before flying to Wash­
ington to m ee t  with Reagan.

Governm ent sources in Beirut said 
they expected Reagan to unveil  a $10 
billion aid  p rogram  for the reco n s t ru c ­
tion of Lebanon.

Alfred Mady, a special adv iser  to 
Gem aye l,  e s t im a ted  his country  needs 
about $10 billion for reconstruction ,  and 
said Gem ayel  hopes to ra ise  $500 m il ­
lion to $1 billion in the f irst  year.

The Lebanese president is scheduled 
to re tu rn  to Lebanon on Friday.

Gem ayel.  who considers U S support 
crucial  to easing Lebanon s m il i ta ry ,  
social and political c rises ,  will be the 
first  Lebanese president to visit  the 
White House.

His next stops were  F ran ce  and Italy, 
which along with the United S ta tes  
m ainta in  peace-keeping forces in Leba­
non.

Gemayel.  described l>; a ssoc ia tes  as 
an iron fist in a velvet glove, was 

elected Sept 21 to replace  his brother 
Beshir who was assass ina ted  Sept 14

Lecturers feel jobs are too dependent on student evaluations
Editor's Note: This is the first of a 

three-part series exam ining controver­
sies surrounding UT English lecturers’ 
positions. Today’s article addresses the 
use of student evaluations as the prim a­
ry criterion in the rehiring of lecturers.

A shrinking job m arke t  glutted by 
teachers  wielding doctora tes  has been a 
problem at the University as well a s  at 
other national universit ies, since the 
mid-1970s At the University , however, 
the problem has taken a twist while 
the num ber  of available  tenure- track  
faculty positions has diminished, s tu ­
dent enrollm ent has increased, n ecess i ­
tating the c rea tion  of temporary  faculty  
positions that  som e people feel a r e  un­
fairly handled

When University enrollment in­
creased  by 3 4 percent  in 1978. D e p a r t ­
ment of English adm in is t ra to rs  m e t  the 
demand for teache rs  to conduct about 
20 additional sections of required fresh-

english
lecturers

man and sophomore English courses  by 
using m ore  tem porary  appointees

At first  these  position" were  tilled by 
g raduate  students , called teaching a s ­
sis tan ts  and assis tant  instructors ,  be ­
cause  the University  could not a fford  to 
c rea te  m o re  pe rm anent  faculty posi­
tions

The D e p ar tm en t  of English soon r e a l ­
ized. however.  It was im m ora l  to p ro­
duce all those Ph D s and not have  jobs 
for them  and we couldn 't  at ford to 
hire enough tenure- track  people peo­
ple we would have to turn away a f te r  
six y e a r s . "  said Joseph Kruppa. a ssoc i­
a te  p rofessor  of English and a ssoc ia te  
ch a irm an  of the D epartm ent  of E ng­
lish.

The UT Sys tem  Board oi R egen ts  in­

st i tuted the tit le of English lec tu re r"  
in 1980 English lec tu rers  do not acc rue  
tenure, but instead a re  hired on a year- 
to-year basis

Fall  s e m es te r  student evaluations of 
lec tu re rs  a re  the "m a jo r ,  verging on 
the sole, criter ion  for rehiring. Krup­
pa said

We will take into account peer ev a l­
uations under special c i rcu m s tan ces  
he added

The E xecutive  C om m it tee  of the D e­
p a r tm en t  ot English reviews and ranks 
num erica l ly  the student evaluations 
L ec tu re rs  with b e tte r  rankings a re  giv­
en priority  in rehir ing, but only the 
co m m it te e  knows the order  of the ra n k ­
ings.

Rod Davis, a lec tu re r  in English, said 
the use of student evaluations as the 
main c r iter ion  in rehiring " in t im id a tes  
you as  a teacher .  In a class of 25 to 40 
students ,  it doesn 't  take but two or 
th ree  people who have it in for you to 
knock you down in your evaluation 
the t each e r  ends up a slave to the s tu ­

dents It s hard to entor* >. discipline 
Some crit ics  of th> use >t "indent 

evaluations also question the objecttve- 
ness of f reshm en win may h a w  little  
experience in evaluating ,t university 
teach e r 's  pe r fo rm ance  On* s job se­
curity  is often decided by a popularity 
contest judged by i bunch of 1 : year- 
olds,”  lec tu re rs  contacted  agreed  

"Since this isn't ex ictlv a student- 
controlled university anyway. I don 't  
understand the em phasis  on student 
evaluations. Davis said 

Suspicions also a r ise  as to ways 
teachers  can m anipu late  them  ¡ ev dua 
t ions) ,"  Kruppa said

‘There  a re  teacher"  who take stu 
dents out for beer on tin lay of evalúa 
tions or do o ther  favors solely to get 
evaluations pumped up Davis "aid 

' i ' m  in favor of sett  ir . i s tandard  ot 
assum ed competency And unless some 
one really screw s up. p re sum  he s 
doing an accep tab le  job he said 

Other c r i te r ia  that have been sur 
gested by lec tu re rs  but re jec ted  by the

dep ar tm en t  for consideration in rehir- 
ing include reports  by tenured faculty 
monitoring c lasses,  before and a f te r  
testing of students and re sea rch  and 
published work by lec turers  

Of the last a lte rna t ive ,  Chlford  lan­
dres,  a lec tu re r  in English,  said: " I t  is 
flatly wrong not to incorporate  one s 
scholarly activit ies into the basis of 
reappointm ent because supposedly re ­
search  feeds into the teaching They 
mutually  enhance one another

What th ey ’re  saying implicitly is re ­
search  (by the lec turers  doesn 't  count 
for anything, he added 

One compensation  of not obligating 
lec tu re rs  to perform  re sea rc h  is that 
they have one less p re ssu re  to d is t rac t  
them from  their teaching said Joseph 
Moldenhauer. p rofessor of English and 
assoc ia te  c h a i rm a n  of the D epartm en t
of E ng l ish __ _

ue to be offered by the University Stu­
dent Health Center  Monday, a f te r  240 
students received the inoculations there  
Friday, a health  c en ter  spokeswoman 
said

Community health nurse Valerie Cox 
said the number of students who 
received free m easles inoculations F ri­
day, after cam pus health officials last 
week diagnosed a m easles case  that 
may be related to recent outbreaks at 
Baylor University, was disappointing

" I really thought we should have had

m ore  s tu d en ts ,"  Cox said I was really  
d isappointed a t  the num ber  of s tuden ts  
who c a m e  in

Cox said immunizations will continue 
to be availab le  to students Monday, but 
if the n um ber  of students who co m e  in 
num bers  less than the num ber  who 
c am e  in Fr iday ,  the immunizations will 
be discontinued No new cases  ot m e a ­
sles have been reported  on cam pus

Texas D e p ar tm en t  of Health officials 
were  on cam pus  Friday a f te r  a c ase  of 
m easles  w as diagnosed Thursday a t  the 
Student Health  Center  The afflicted UT 
student had had contact  with a Baylor 
student who had been exposed to m e a ­

sles
Seventy-five cases  of rubeola, a form 

of m eas les  tha t  las ts  nine to 10 days, 
were  reported  on the Baylor cam pus in 
Sep tem ber  Nearly  4.000 of the 10,000 
students  on the Waco cam pus w ere  im ­
munized a t  the student health c en ter  
there

"I don 't  think i t 's  so bad. Uharles 
Alexander, chief of the bureau of c o m ­
m unicable  disease  services for the T ex­
as D e p ar tm en t  oi Health, said of the 
UT turnout I expect to see a few m ore  
students  to com e  in Monday, he added

In 1968 the type of vaccination given 
to prevent m eas les  changed from  a

"k il led" fo rm  to a mort preventive  
“ live form " Since people over 30 build 
na tura l  imm unities  to rubeola and most 
people born since 1968 have already had 
the new vaccination m< ot those who 
need to be vacc ina ted  art  high >cho >i or 
college age

Alexander "aid tha t  r ea>ios ino< nia 
tions can prevent m easles  it s tudents 
rece ive  the inoculation within three  
days of being exposed to the d isease

However he said two weeks would 
have to elapse  before  those who have 
con tracted  the d isease  experience  a 
rash Other sym ptom s include fever  in 
flammatier ,  of the w b i t t " of th e  eve md
