
A passage 
from Kenya
Rwandan refugee gets 
air fare to America

A team  of UT employees attem pting to bring Rwandan 
refugee and former UT student Jean-Marie Higiro and his 
family to the United States recently received new s saying 
that the U.S. governm ent approved the fam ily's im m igra­
tion to the United States.

In a fax, Higiro notified Alice Hart, adm inistrative asso­
ciate in the D epartm ent of French and Italian, that the 
U.S. governm ent w ould pay the air fare for three of the 
four m em bers of his fam ily. H ow ever,» their d au g h te r 
Laura does not qualify for refugee status, because she is 
an American citizen.

Ironically, the Higiros were able to flee Rwanda mainly 
because Laura has a U.S. passport. H er citizenship meant 
the entire Higiro family was able to go to Nairobi, Kenya, 
w ith the American convoy.

T he H ig iro s  have been  s tay in g  in an a p a rtm e n t in 
N a iro b i w ith  tw o  co lleg e  s tu d e n ts  for th e  la s t tw o  
m onths.

The UT team, which had been trying to raise $5,000 for 
th e  a ir  fa re  of all fo u r  fa m ily  m e m b e rs , sa id  th e  
announcem ent came as a relief.

“It w as good news," said Emile McAnany, professor of 
radio-television-film and a longtim e friend of Higiro.

"W hatever m oney w e collect w e 'll be able to use to 
both buy a ticket and give to [the Higiros] w hen they get 
to the U.S."

M cAnany said his focus is to find w ork for Higiro in 
the U nited States.

The group said the goal m ight still be to raise money 
for four air fares. Higiro has notified the team that w ork­
ing ou t visas and paperw ork  w ith the U.S. governm ent 
will probably take tw o to three months.

Sept. 1 date set for TSTV low-power broadcast

The U n iv ersity 's  firs t low -pow er TV sta tion  
w ill beg in  b ro a d c a s tin g  S ep t. 1 w ith  a signal 
expected to reach cam pus, dow ntow n and parts 
of N orthw est and Southw est Austin.

TSTV operated for five years on various Austin 
cable stations and will continue to em phasize stu ­
dent-produced program m ing, its station m anager 
said.

"I w ant to contact the art and RTF departm ents 
and  get them  to su b m it o rig in a l s tu d e n t p ro ­
gram m ing as soon as possible," said station m an­
ager D ouglas Hall. "W e also w ant to have a new s 
program  w ith students from either The Texan or 
broadcast new s departm ent."

The new station will include local, national and 
international program m ing from a range of inex­
pensive sources, including satellite services and 
public dom ain material.

"W e'll have m ainstream  program m ing," said 
technical director Peter Bretherton. "W e're h o p ­
ing w e 'll even  get som e show s like Seinfeld or 
Cheers, depending on cost."

TSTV will determ ine its program m ing by su r­
veying the student body  for its needs and wants.

"W e'll try  to  poll o u r audience  and  find ou t 
w hat the students w ant to see," Hall said. "W hat 
[the students] w ant to see is w hat will go on."

W hile TSTV  is p ro u d  of the new low -pow er

status, station personnel hope to use the station 
to prove to the FCC that they are ready for a full- 
pow er cable station.

"Low pow er is im portan t because it gives us 
incentive to produce quality program m ing," said 
broadcast supervisor Bob Simmons. "It's a step­
ping stone to a cable station."

The low -pow er station will provide opportun i­
ties for students, w ith some receiving internship 
credit in their majors.

"Low pow er is going to offer the student body 
a chance to gain real world experience," Brether­
ton said. "This will give UT students an advan­
tage in m arketing, advertising, engineering and 
RTF."

W hile peop le  d irectly  invo lved  in TSTV are 
excited about the new  status, some students are 
uncertain about the content of the station.

"If you let students do w hatever they want, it 
could go too far to the left or right," said English 
senior Yvonne Barrera. "I'll have to see it before 1 
get excited."

Putting a spin 
on orientation
Student groups trying to attract 
visiting freshmen with programs

TSTV w ith its new  sta tu s will continue to be 
m anaged and staffed entirely by students, setting 
it apart from other university television stations. 
The U niversity  of H o u sto n 's  television sta tion  
offers only entry-level positions to students.

"For the  m ost p art, KUHT is p ro fessiona l,"  
said  KUHT director of engineering and  o p era­
tio n s, A ndy  A n d e rso n . "W e use  s tu d e n ts  in 
intern-type positions."

While TSTV receives m oney from the U niversi­
ty, the staff will sell advertising to fund program ­
ming.

"It's im portant for TSTV to become self-suffi­
cient," Simmons said. "While low pow er is w on­
derful, it w on't provide us with the viewer base 
to give us a significant income."

A key player in getting TSTV to low-power sta­
tus is form er station m anager Ed Garaña.

"We w ouldn 't be here at all if it w eren't for Ed 
G araña 's hard w ork last year as station m anag­
er," Hall said. "If it w eren 't for Ed's persistence, 
TSTV's existence would be in jeopardy this fall."

A first-ever "supplem ental orien­
tation program " seperate from the 
dean of students' sum m er freshman 
orientation  and  sponsored  by s tu ­
dents and cam pus groups will begin 
its second week Tuesday.

The "C am pus C ulture W ars" ses­
sion  la s t  W e d n e sd a y  d e a lt w ith  
political correctness. It was one of 
four p rog ram s in the A lternatives 
orientation session.

The session featured a film based 
on an incident at W ashington Uni­
versity and speeches from two fac­
ulty mem bers and Students' Associ­
ation President John Black. The ses­
sion w as sp o n so re d  by  S tu d e n ts  
Advocating a Valid Education.

The First A m endm ent C oalition 
and  the  Y oung C o n se rv a tiv e s  of 
Texas will sponsor tw o of the other 
sessions.

T h e re  w e re  30 p e o p le  a t the  
W ednesday session w hen it began 
at 9 p.m ., b u t only five iden tified  
themselves as entering freshmen.

"W hat I see a problem  with is that 
freshm en a re n 't seeing this, a ren 't 
seeing the clash of ideas ... face it, 
V all are h id ing  that," said Jerem y 
W ade, the only entering  freshm an 
who spoke during  the question and 
answ er session. The discussion after 
the talk was mostly between orien­
tation advisers and mem bers of the 
groups that sponsor Alternatives.

"T he  u n iv e rs ity  sh o u ld  be the 
p lace  w h e re  so c ie ty  fo s te rs  new  
ideas, w here  c rea tiv e  th in k in g  is 
en co u ra g e d , as a m a tte r  o f fact, 
w h e re  you  can  re a d  o u tra g e o u s  
books w ithou t being in d anger of 
being censored by your boss," said 
Joe H orn, professor of psychology, 
w ho spoke after the end of the film.

"The problem  w ith political cor­
rectness is that certain questions are 
not to be answ ered," he said.

H o rn  re c o u n te d  an  in c id en t in 
which a graduate  student he super­
v ised  d ec id ed  to d isc o n tin u e  her 
line of research because it encour­
aged "people to think of women in 
ways they shouldn 't."

"This is h a p p en in g  all over the 
U niversity," H orn said. "There are 
professors who will not do research 
because they'll get in trouble if they 
do it."

John Ruszkiewicz, associate pro­
fe sso r  of E n g lish , to ld  s tu d e n ts  
a b o u t the 1990 conflic t over p ro ­
posed  changes to th e  English 306 
Rhetoric and  C om position course, 
which would have focused on race 
and gender issues.

"I was one of the four people in 
th e  E n g lish  D e p a r tm e n t w ho  
op p o sed  th a t course  ... because  it

had all the answ ers, it d id n 't  p ro ­
voke any questions," Ruszkiew icz 
said.

Ruszkiewicz handed out a policy 
statem ent of the American Associa­
tion of University Professors, a poli­
cy that limits how professors should 
e x p re s s  th e ir  p e rs o n a l p o lit ic a l 
views in the classroom.

Black said he came to "focus on 
your rights as students" and he told 
s tu d e n ts  th e  SA w as o n e  of th e  
channels th ro u g h  w hich s tu d e n ts  
could secure their rights.

"If I feel that socialism is the best 
course for this nation to take, and I 
w ant to argue tha t in class, that is 
my right," Black said. "If I feel that 
the best way to resolve foreign poli­
cy is to nuke the world and to have 
an absolute ruler, that is my right."

Orientation advisers for the dean 
of students program  were not noti­
fied  of th e  A lte rn a tiv e s  se ss io n s  
b e fo re  le a fle ts  a d v e r tis in g  th em  
w ere handed  ou t to freshmen. The 
c o o rd in a to rs  of bo th  o r ie n ta tio n  
p rog ram s said the advisers "w ere  
taken off guard."

A lthough W esley D avid W ynne, 
the coordinator of Alternatives, con­
tacted A ssociate Dean of S tuden ts 
M aralyn Heimlich on June 10 to tell 
her ab o u t the p rog ram , H eim lich  
had  a lre a d y  fin ish ed  h e r w eek ly  
meeting with advisers.

"As long as it doesn't intrude on 
the required parts  of our program , 
w e h a v e  no p ro b le m  w ith  th e m  
offering the sessions they are offer­
ing," Heimlich said.

W ynne said the Alternatives pro ­
gram will be expanded this week to 
include a session on religious life at 
the University, and that he had con­
tacted Hillel, the Probe Center and 
the  U n iv e rs ity  C a th o lic  C e n te r  
about participating in the session.
