System chancellor 
to deliver speech 
at commencement

Chancellor of the UT System E.D. 
Walker will deliver the commence­
ment address at 7:30 p.m. May 19 on 
the plaza in front of the Main Build­
ing. In case of rain the ceremony will 
be in the Frank C. Erwin Jr.Center.

After Walker’s address, about 
5,000 notices of completion of de­
grees will be handed out by James L. 
Powell, member of the UT System 
Board of Regents, and by President 
Peter T. Flawn. When the degrees are 
conferred, the Main Building Tower 
will be lighted orange.

During the exercise, only students 
receiving doctoral degrees will be 
called to the platform, while other de­
gree recipients will be recognized by 
groups, according to the degree they 
are awarded.

The ROTC commencement cere­
mony will be at 4 p.m. May 18. The 
baccalaureate service will be at 6 p.m. 
in the Lyndon B. Johnson Library au­
ditorium.

The next day, degree candidates 
will receive individual recognition 
from their respective deans during 
college ceremonies.

The convocation for the Graduate 
School will be at 9 a.m. in the Con­
cert Hall. At 10:30 a.m. the College 
of Liberal Arts will hold its ceremony 
at the Erwin center. The College of 
Education will hold its convocation at 
11 a.m. in Hogg Memorial Building 
auditorium. Also, at the same time the 
Lyndon B. Johnson School of Public 
Affairs will have its ceremony at the 
Opera Lab Theatre.

Salvadoran says U.S. intervention likely

Before the November U.S. elec­
tion, the Reagan administration will 
be forced to decide between support­
ing a power-sharing arrangement with 
the El Salvadoran government or 
sending American troops to that coun­
try, said a U.S. representative of the 
rebel coalition in El Salvador.

Amoldo Ramos, U.S. representa­
tive of the Farabundo Marti National 
Liberation Front (FMLN) and Demo­
cratic Revolutionary Front (FDR), 
said Thursday President Reagan will 
choose to send troops to his country, 
and that in doing so Reagan might 
lose the election.

Such a decison will confront 
Reagan regardless of who wins the 
upcoming presidential runoff election 
in El Salvador, Ramos said in an in­
terview with The Daily Texan.

Should Roberto d'Aubuisson win in 
Sunday's presidential runoff election 
in El Salvador, all U.S. support of the 
El Salvadoran government might be

canceled by Congress, causing the 
government to collapse and Reagan to 
make the stark choice outlined by Ra­
mos.

A win by Jose Napoleon Duarte 
means the government will be headed 
by the same man who was unable to 
carry out a reform program from 1980 
to 1982, Ramos noted.

He said a repeat of Duarte's earlier 
failure will lead the working class and 
middle class of El Salvador to join the 
rebel coalition. Since those two 
groups are the crux of Duarte’s sup­
port, their dissatisfaction would topple 
the government, Ramos said.

Duarte is favored to win the runoff.
The difference will be between a 

governmental collapse within about a 
week if d ’Aubuisson wins, or perhaps 
two months if Duarte is the victor, 
said Ramos. U.S. News and World 
Report said in February both sides of 
the conflict in El Salvador expect di­
rect U.S. military intervention.

Ramos, who earned a master’s de­
gree from the University of Califor­

nia, Berkeley, in 1970, said a propos­
al by his group gives a blueprint for a 
pluralistic provisional government in 
the war-torn country.

Although calling for broad partici­
pation in the government, the docu­
ment, released in February, specifies 
the denial of participation to d ’Au­
buisson and his ARENA Party. 
D'Aubuisson has been widely accused 
of leading rightist death squads.

Ramos said his group’s proposals 
correspond to those made by the Con­
tadora group of leading nations in the 
area. He said because the proposal is 
not based on a military victory by the 
rebels and accepts the involvement of 
much of the center and right wing in 
El Salvador, any government involv­
ing his group will not be as socialist- 
leaning as the Nicaraguan govern­
ment.

As a purely practical matter, his 
group would seek a peaceful coexis­
tence with the United States and 
would like a non-aggression treaty 
with the United States, he said.

He also wants mutual respect be­
tween the two countries.

"W e (El Salvador) are like Rodney 
Dangerfield — we get no respect,’’ 
Ramos said. Reagan might find that 
out the hard way, Ramos suggested, 
predicting one-third of the Salvadoran 
army will defect to the rebels because 
of nationalism if American troops go 
into his country. He also said Ameri­
can intervention would tear the United 
States apart politically.

Ramos, who is based in New York 
and travels throughout the country, 
acknowledged the rebels made mis­
takes during their sabotage campaigns 
when they burned buses and destroyed 
farms. He said more constructive 
methods have been adopted.

“ We have to win the civilian popu­
lation over,”  he said.

The rebels also believe they must 
try to win the U.S. population over.

"U .S . public opinion is confused. 
They don’t trust the (American) gov­
ernment and they don’t trust us (the 
rebels).”  The representative’s job is

to influence American public opinion.
Ramos said he wants the American 

people to know "w e are not Rus­
sians.” He characterized himself as a 
"revolutionary Christian” who was 
spurred to political activism by the 
Catholic church.

About 23,000
register for fall

Slightly more than half of the Uni­
versity’s student population preregis­
tered for the fall semester, while ap­
p ro x im a te ly  40 p e rcen t o f 
preregistration bars were cleared, UT 
officials said Thursday.

Of the 44,725 students presently 
enrolled, approximately 23,000 have 
preregistered, said Michael Washing­
ton, assistant registrar in charge of 
registration.

But Washington said the preregis­
tration number can be misleading be­
cause some students will graduate this 
semester, while some will transfer to 
other colleges. Nevertheless, he said 
the preregistration number was "ex ­
pected" and "norm al.”

UT Bursar Cleo Barnette said al­
though she had expected approximate­
ly 50 percent of the bars to be cleared, 
she is not disappointed with the 40 
percent.

Approximately 9.900 students were 
barred from preregistration last week 
because of unpaid University bills. 
The three major categories of bills are 
fines and charges, loans and parking 
citations.

“ I wish everybody would pay their 
bills,”  said Barnette, adding students 
who plan to enroll in summer school

or next fall must settle all University- 
related bills before they will be al­
lowed to register for classes.

But Barnette said the bills will be 
settled eventually because students 
with unpaid bills will have certain 
privileges withheld from them. She 
said the privileges to be withheld in­
clude a bar against preregistration, 
registration and diplomas and tran­
scripts will be held.

"W e don’t really count the total 
number of bars cleared,” said Bar­
nette, adding the bursar’s office only 
bills and oversees payment of library 
fines and charges, adds/drops bills 
and loans. The Student Health Center 
and the Parking and Traffic Adminis­
tration office clear their own bars, she 
said.

Washington said students who did 
not preregister last week can have two 
other opportunities to do so. Students 
enrolled in summer school can prere­
gister for the fall June 27 and July 18. 
New students admitted for the fall se­
mester can preregister for fall during 
the summer orientation program.

But Washington said there will be 
no preregistration for the two summer 
sessions. Registration for the summer 
sessions will be June 4 and 5, he said.

Tenure still denied 
to English lecturers

The Department of English Thurs­
day passed a set of recommendations 
that will allow lecturers to continue 
teaching indefinitely, while still not 
being able to acquire tenure.

The recommendations immediately 
become the policy of the Executive 
Committee of the English department, 
which controls the hiring and firing of 
the English staff.

The recommendations define the 
lecturer position as a one-year, non­
tenure accruing position with the pos­
sibility of renewal and state the "ap ­
pointments of lecturers will be 
renewable without limitation to any 
fixed length of service.”

The new policy defining the lectur­
er position agrees with the one defined 
in the UT System Board of Regents 
Handbook.

But the recommendation that allows 
lecturers to teach an unlimited numbei 
of semesters is in opposition to a poli­
cy of the American Association ol 
University Professors, which states 
teachers automatically should receive 
tenure after their seventh year of 
teaching.

The English senate last month 
passed a recommendation limiting to 
14 the number of long-session semes­
ters a lecturer would be allowed to 
teach. Thursday’s departmental meet­
ing, the second in two weeks on the 
lecturer issue, was called because 
enough people in the Department of 
English signed a petition calling for a 
full-scale departmental meeting.

Lecturer Rod Davis said the recom­
mendations’ passage was a victory for 
the lecturers and that it showed they 
could have some say in English de­
partmental policy.
