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Motivations questioned in re-formation of AAUP

Some UT faculty and  s tu d en ts  fear politi­
cal m otivations are the basis tor the recent 
re-establishm ent of the local chap ter of a 
national organization of college professors.

John Ruszkievvicz, an  associate professor 
of English, said the m otive behind the re­
formation ot the local chapter of the A m eri­
can Association of University Professors is 
“ likely political."

“ 1 in tend to jo in ," Ruszkievvicz said. "I 
don 't think those people should  be the only 
m em bers, and  1 d o n 't think they can re­
strict m em bership to people of certain polit­
ical view s."

According to the AAUP charter, the. or­
ganization is politically neutral and holds 
academic freedom  and  the right ot faculty 
to decide their ow n m ode of governance as 
fundam ental principles.

A UT professor and  form er chairm an of

AAUP said the organizers neglected to in­
vite him to attend  the chap ter 's  organiza­
tional m eeting last W ednesday.

The professor, w ho did not w ant to be 
identified, said he did not w ant to be asso­
ciated w ith AAUP because “ I d o n 't like the 
idea of the chapter being organized for p o ­
litical reasons." »

O rganizers of the UT chap ter are re-es­
tablishing the g roup  because ot debate over 
political correctness, said Kurt H einzelm an, 
associate professor of English and  acting 
p resident of the chapter.

Renewed national in terest in AAUP is 
one ot the prim ary factors that led to the re­
establishm ent of the local chapter which 
formerly d isbanded  in 1986, Heinzelm an 
said

A nother concern H einzelm an noted was 
the dissolving of the executive com m ittee 
as the governing body of the D epartm ent of 
English bv Robert King, acting dean  of the 
College of Liberal Ar ts, Ih e  executive com ­
m ittee w as replaced by a budget council

com prised only of full professors, rather 
than  elected departm ental faculty.

“ W e've w anted to get AAUP back at the 
preem inant university  in the State of Texas 
for years n o w ,"  H einzelm an said. \

Larry Carver, associate dean  of liberal 
arts, views the reorganization of the AAUP 
chapter as “very serious."

“ I'm  sure they are very concerned about 
[E nglish] d e p a r tm e n ta l g o v e rn a n c e ,"  
Carver said, add ing  that the form ation of 
any g roup  is “ fine and good ."

“ I just d o n 't think the national AAUP 
fosters a particular political v iew ," Carver 
said.

A lthough H einzelm an said the AAUP 
“ has no th ing  to do with cu rricu lum ," he 
said the AAUP w ould be a useful tool in 
preserving the rights of faculty in d ispu tes
such as the one over the new  English 306 
proposal in the spring of 1990.

H einzelm an explained that although the 
new  E306 proposal — w hich w ould have 
given the course a m ulticultural angle — 
had nearly unanim ous su p p o rt from the 
faculty, it “ w’as stopped  by a couple of ad ­
m inistrators."

He added he did not know  why there has 
been intense criticism about teaching non- 
W estern political ideologies in English 
classes.

“ 1 w ish I knew ," H einzelm an said. "It 
probably com es from patriotic hysteria, 
m isunderstand ing  and  g ran d stan d in g ."

A nthony W ilkins, chairm an of S tuden ts 
A dvocating Valid Education, said his o r­
ganization “w ould su p p o rt m ulticultural- 
ism as long as it w as no t politically 
charged ."

“Their (p roponents of m ulticulturalism ] 
problem  is that they see every th ing  in
term s of a racist, sexist and  dom inan t cul­
ture, and they fail to see w hat is real," Wil­
kins said. “W ho decides w hat is a n o n ­
dom inant culture?"

Wilkin» said m any advocates of add ing  
"political ideologies of Third W orld and  
non-W estern cu ltu res" to English curricu­
lum fail to look at the "literary  value” of a 
work. “They d o n 't look a t w riting for w rit­
ing 's sake."

H einzelm an said the allegations of politi­
cal m otivations for teaching non-W estern 
ideologies is “a b su rd ,"  explaining tha t all 
curriculum  at the U niversity is determ ined  
by such m otives.

H einzelm an said the idea w as “ not to 
d ro p " W estern literature, such as the Greek 
classics, bu t to add non-W estern literature.

H einzelm an said formal elections for offi­
cers in the new  chap ter will be held  next
spring.

Editor faces critics at lecture
‘Statesman’s’ Balough confronts hostile questions

A bout 20 people a ttend ing  a lecture M onday by A u s­
tin American-Statesman ed itor Maggie Balough attacked 
her new s policies and those of new spapers and  televi­
sion.

A ttendees at the W esley Foundation lecture in the 
Texas U nion Building pro tested  story choices for front 
pages, the abundance and  prom inence of “bad" new s 
reported  by the media and  the lack of effective coverage 
of religious topics.

O ne of the audience m em bers, w ho declined to give 
his nam e, voicing his opin ion  tha t "n ew sp ap ers  are 
evil," said reading a paper is a "w aste  of tim e." He 
recounted w arn ings from pastors that reading n ew spa­
pers will pollute m inds.

Balough acknow ledged that “ one of the problem s 
with new spapers is that we d o n 't tell people w hat they 
w ant to kn o w ."

“ As we look out at society, we try to gauge w hat the 
issues are, w hat the happen ings are that are im portan t 
to people and  w hat we need to tell peop le ,” she said. 
But added , “ I th ink that we are no t as in tune  w ith how  
people r e a c t ... as we should  be."

"There are a lot of value system s that have been ap ­
plied ," she said. "The people w ho have been m aking 
those decisions h av en 't alw ays reflected the diversity  of 
the culture at the tim e."

Today, the new s room  is m ore culturally diverse be­
cause of an influx of w om en and  a richer variety in 
reporters' cultural backgrounds, Balough said. Because

of this m ore diverse value system s are influencing 
new s content, she added .

R esponding to a charge of too few positive stories 
prom inently  displayed in the m edia, Balough said she 
believes that trend is "chang ing  very m uch in new sp a­
pers today" because society has been changing.

"W e as a society are very troubled" by bad th ings 
today, she said. "W e have an  instan taneous reaction to 
tu rn  aw ay. It's no easier for those of us in the business 
to deal w ith than  it is for the public to deal w ith ."

Balough said coverage of religion and  values is "a 
topic that m ost new s organizations have a difficult time 
dealing w ith ."

Religion is “ very d iverse ," she said. "N ew spapers 
and  new s organizations tend  to hit the high p o in ts ."

“ It's also a difficult audience to satisfy ... a no-w in 
situation ," though m ost new s organizations feel relig­
ion is a m ajor com ponent of readers ' value system s, she 
said.

O ne studen t, w ho asked not to be identified, told 
Balough he does not th ink religious coverage is a t all 
difficult. "Maybe you d o n 't have the right kind of peo ­
ple in there to report on it,"  he said.

“ W hat I'm  hearing from all of you today is a chal­
lenge of context," Balough said. In the last 10 years, 
new spapers and  new s tim e have sh ru n k  an d , as they 
have shrunk , room  for good new s has sh runk , she a d d ­
ed.

W esley F oundation  D irector Susan Sprague told the 
group, "W e should  be so educated  tha t we can read 
and determ ine [the truth] for ourselves. T hat's  our fault
that we d o n 't dig deeper and  read the w hole new spa­
per."

Speak Week 1991: SA looks at health care, new services complex

Studen ts ' Association representatives 
discussed s tu d en t health care concerns 
along w ith p lans for a $12 million studen t 
services com plex M onday as part of Speak 
Week 1991.

A shortage of three physicians is cu rren t­
ly ham pering treatm ent at the S tudent 
H ealth C enter, said Lisa Mogil, chairw om ­
an of the SA S tuden t Health Subcom m ittee. 
According to Mogil, s tu d en ts  in need of 
non-em ergency care often have to wait

three to five days to see a doctor.
"It's  hard to recruit physicians for the 

health cen ter,"  said SA Rep. M arty Mee- 
kins, "because it is a state job and  doesn 't 
pay very m uch."

M eekins blam ed the high turnover rate of 
health center em ployees for the current 
shortage of physicians.

M eekins also outlined a plan to replace 
som e of the cen ter's  late vveeknight em er­
gency hours with a w eekend appo in tm ent 
clinic.

"W e have to look a t w hether or not s tu ­
dents are willing to give up  three hours on 
w eeknights in order to have m aybe 60 a d d i­

tional appo in tm en ts on S atu rdays," M ee­
kins said.

Mogil said the m ain purpose  of the d is­
cussion w as to educate stud en ts  on how  to 
use the health  center and the services of­
fered there.

S tudents will have a new  health  center 
by 1995 if p lans for a new stu d en t services 
complex rem ain on schedule.

The planned complex will include m any 
studen t services now  located at various lo­
cations around the cam pus.

"S tuden t services on this cam pus are far 
from easy to get to ,"  M eekins said, "There 
are 50 or 60 different places you have to go,

and  they 're  all spread ou t over cam pus."
The new  complex will encom pass 70 p er­

cent of all s tuden t services, including a new  
stu d en t health center, the  financial services 
office, the registrar, the om budsm an and 
the Office of the Dean of S tudents. ,

According to M eekins, the U niversity 
will be the only learning institu tion in the 
nation  with a consolidated stu d en t services 
complex.

In February 1991 s tu d en ts  passed a re­
ferendum  endorsing  the construction  of the 
complex. The $12 m illion project will be 
funded by a s tu d en t services fee of $.95 to 
$1.10 per sem ester hour. H ow ever, due to

econom ic changes, the funding  m ay be up  
to $2 million short. S tuden t H ealth C enter 
director Bob W yrag said that additional 
funding  may come from adm inistration  
revenue.

“They hav en 't com e out and  said they 're  
going to give us the m oney, bu t they 're  be­
h ind us for the m ost p a rt,"  W yrag said.

The current health center will be re u til- , 
ized as a s tu d en t activities building, hou s­
ing office space for stu d en t organizations.

Speak W eek is an annual even t sp o n ­
sored by the SA designed to give s tu d en ts  a 
chance to com m unicate w ith com m ittee 
m em bers abou t services.
